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Resumo

O ato de escrever cartas pessoais promove desenvolvimento emocional, cognitivo e
social. Em contextos pedagdgicos a escrita de cartas promove a reflexao da formagao
docente e destaca a dimensao vivida e emocional do professor. Na pos graduagao
strictu sensu, a pratica da escrita de epistolas, quando relacionadas a epistemologia da
ciéncia, pode consolidar o processo de autoanalise e subjetividade docente, além de
diversificar novas praticas educativas. Diante disso, esta pesquisa tem como objetivo
analisar vinte e uma cartas pessoais de mestrandos em formacao elaboradas durante
uma atividade avaliativa da disciplina Bases epistemoldgicas para novas praticas
educativas em Ciéncias Naturais. A etapa foi antecedida por momentos de sondagem
de conhecimentos prévios sobre a ciéncia, a partir de nuvem de palavras geradas pelo
mentimeter, aula expositiva e dialogada sobre epistemologia e seminarios tematicos
sobre epistemdlogos da ciéncia. As correspondéncias citaram de maneira mais
frequente os epistemdlogos Boaventura de Sousa Santos (6), seguido de Edgar Morin
(4), Paul Feyrebend (4) e Hilton Japiassu (4). A analise de conteudo das cartas
pessoais seguiu a técnica de Laurence Bardin, onde foram elaboradas trés categorias:
epistemologia e saberes amazoénicos; epistemologia, pratica de ensino e formagao
continuada de professores; e epistemologia e aprendizagem significativa.
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Abstract

The act of writing personal letters promotes emotional, cognitive, and social
development. In pedagogical contexts, letter writing fosters reflection on teacher training
and highlights the lived and emotional dimensions of the teacher. In strictu sensu
postgraduate programs, the practice of writing letters, when related to the epistemology
of science, can strengthen the process of self-analysis and teacher subjectivity, as well
as diversify new educational practices. In this regard, this research aims to analyze
twenty-one personal letters from master's students in training, produced during an
assessment activity for the course Epistemological Bases for New Educational Practices
in Natural Sciences. This stage was preceded by activities to assess prior knowledge
about science, using a word cloud generated through Mentimeter, a lecture and
dialogue-based class on epistemology, and thematic seminars on science
epistemologists. The letters most frequently cited epistemologists such as Boaventura
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de Sousa Santos (6), followed by Edgar Morin (4), Paul Feyerabend (4), and Hilton
Japiassu (4). The content analysis of the personal letters followed Laurence Bardin’s
technique, resulting in three categories: epistemology and Amazonian knowledge;
epistemology, teaching practice, and continuing teacher education; and epistemology
and meaningful learning.
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
